     Text 1

       Zoo is a place where people keep and display animals. Visiting zoos is a popular educational activity throughout the world. Almost every large city has at least one zoo. Zoos vary in size and in type of animals they keep. Zoos help people understand how animals live. They teach people about the problems of wildlife. A lot of people work at the zoo: zookeepers, zoo veterinarians and other scientists. Scientists called zoologists study animals in zoos, as well as in the wild, to learn about animal behavior, such as hunting, eating, breeding and caring for the young. Zoo animals receive daily care, special diets and regular medical attention.

       About 50 men and women work at London Zoo looking after 12000 animals. 
 London Zoo is an important centre for animals that are in danger in the wildlife. Adopting an animal is one of the ways how you can help London Zoo to save animals. Do you want to be Mum to a tortoise? Or Dad  to a chimpanzee? London Zoo wants everyone to adopt one of its animals, to raise money to look after them. When you ‘adopt’ an animal, you are sponsoring it for a year. You can adopt an animal for one year on your own, with your family or with your school or group. The cheapest are tiny things such as beetles, butterflies and small fish. The most expensive animal of all is the Asian elephant. More than that over 20000 people have already become Lifewatch members. A Lifewatch member is a friend of London Zoo helping it to save endangered species in the world.
